•  The personal statement will be sent to all providers you opt for.

•  You should be specific about age-range / subject

•  Provide your reason(s) for wanFng to teach

•  Evidence that you understand the rewards and challenges of 

teaching

•  Give details of your previous educaFon and how you have benefiMed 

from it

•  Share any other work with young people, such as helping with a 

youth club, working at a summer camp or running a sports team

•  State the range of relevant abiliFes and skills you can bring to 

teaching, for example, pracFcal experience, managing people, 
working with or leading a team, and communicaFon skills


•  State whether you’ve taken part in the School Experience 
Programme (SEP) organised by the NaFonal College of School 
Leadership (formerly the Teaching Agency)

Reques$ng	references	
•  If you’re sFll at university or got your degree within the past five 

years, one reference must be from someone at your university who 
can comment on your academic ability and potenFal


•  The other reference can be from someone who knows you from 
work, or who can comment on your character and your potenFal as 
a teacher


•  If you le` university more than five years ago, you can choose two 
referees who know you from work, or who can comment on how 
suitable you are for teaching. You can sFll use an academic referee if 
you think that’s the right thing for you


•  If you’re providing a reference from a school where you have been 
employed or have done classroom observaFon, it should come from 
the headteacher


•  References must be submiMed through UCAS

•  Make sure you speak to referees before pueng their name down
